PROMPTS FOR ANCHOR BOOK READING

First entry for all books.

Write two to three sentences explaining what caused you to choose this book.

Then write two to three sentences detailing how the book has met your expectations so far.
USE EACH PROMPT ONLY ONE TIME.
Entries for Plays:  

1. Identify your favorite character, explain why. Include details such as character traits, actions, and his or her role in the play.
2. Describe the relationship between two characters and how that relationship has an impact on the plot.
3. Explain how one of the characters changed and what led to that change.
4. Explain how the setting of the play (time and location) influenced the plot and characters.  Explain the success or failure of the setting development for your reading enjoyment.

Entries for Novels:

1. Describe the setting and the impact it has on the plot development.

2. What led to the conflict in the novel and how could it have been avoided by the main character?

3. Write about the most suspenseful scene you have read, include details, and your reason for choosing this scene.
4. If you were the main character, what is an action that he took that you would have done differently?  Explain why and give details.
5. Explain the change the main character undergoes in the course of the story.

Entries for Non-fiction:
1. Explain the author’s purpose and briefly summarize the book.

2. Identify the four most interesting facts you discovered in your reading.  Give details.

3.  Write how this new information has influenced you in your thoughts/actions for the future.
4. What additional questions do you have concerning the information you read?  Explain what you might do to discover this information yourself.  Choose one of the items you listed and research it.

Entries for Collection of Short stories:
1. Choose one of the stories and summarize; be sure to include brief character and setting description along with plot development.
2. Compare/Contrast the main character from two of the stories. Include details to support your ideas.

3. Identify and explain the main conflict in three of the stories.
4. Consider the whole collection and explain the overall message that runs through all of the stories.  Include what you think the author’s purpose was in gathering all of these stories in one book.
