BACTERIA, VIRUSES, FUNGI, PROTISTS

3 LINES OF DEFENSE AGAINST PATHOGENS:


1ST:
BARRIERS (SKIN, BREATHING PASSAGES, MOUTH, STOMACH)

2ND:  INFLAMMATORY RESPONSE (PHAGOCYTES ENGULF PATHOGENS)

3RD:  IMMUNE RESPONSE (T CELLS, B CELLS, ANTIBODIES)

IMMUNITY—THE BODY’S ABILITY TO DESTROY PATHOGENS BEFORE THEY CAN CAUSE DISEASE

ACTIVE IMMUNITY-YOUR BODY PROTECTS BY PRODUCING ITS OWN ANTIBODIES
PASSIVE IMMUNITY: ANTIBODIES ARE GIVEN TO A PERSON AND ARE NOT MADE BY THE PERSON

INFECTIOUS DISEASE—A DISEASE SPREAD FROM ONE ORGANISM TO ANOTHER

NON-INFECTIOUS DISEASE—DISEASE NOT SPREAD FORM PERSON TO PERSON (ALLERGIES, CANCER, DIABETES)
