The introductory paragraph must include the title of the work, its author, its genre, and a thesis statement.

The second paragraph must develop the thesis statement and present at least two direct quotations from the book (with correct citation of page numbers) that illustrate the chosen aspect as it appears in the novel.

The third paragraph must present your rationale---how things are in OUR WORLD----to compare to Jonas’ and provide a sense of closure.

All of the essay must use correct conventions, such as spelling, punctuation, subject/verb agreement, and consistent tense.
